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To the parents of Rise Up Youth Ministries:

This past year in 2011 our youth ministry participated in a spring retreat and a fall youth convention
sponsored by the Pen Florida A/G Youth District that changed many of our teens life and destinies around for the
good.

Many
teens were touched, changed, and transformed, and as a fruitful result Rise Up Youth Ministry has EXPLODED
both in numbers and in passion with a passionate, large group of young people! This year’s retreat is called
Parousia 2012—Come Jesus Come! The focus of this retreat is to be constantly ready for the return of Jesus Christ,
and being fully equipped to bring back our King, Jesus Christ!

I’'m very excited at the growth of the ministry and the deepening of all the teens’ spirituality and maturity.
